Water

Because it has been filtered through chalk, the
water is pure, clear, mineral-rich and constant 
in temperature. This creates stable, productive
conditions perfect for wildlife.

Pollution from soil or chemicals can threaten
this clear, pure water. Another threat is lack of
water, due to groundwater abstraction for public
use. By using less water, you can help ensure
more water remains in this precious river.

One of the things which makes
chalk rivers so special is the
water in them.

Chalk rivers are almost entirely
fed by groundwater which
originally fell as rain, before
sinking into the chalk and
being stored underground 
in the aquifer.

At various points along the
Mimram valley, this ground-
water emerges from springs
and feeds the river.
